UNDERSTANDING HOLY MASS INTENTIONS: OUR HISTORY AND TRADITION

“One thing only | ask you, that you remember me at the altar of the Lord wherever you may
be.” — St. Monica to St. Augustine (AD 387).

“Then we make mention also of those who have already fallen asleep... for we believe that it
will be of great benefit to those for whom the petition is carried up, while this holy and most

solemn Sacrifice is laid out.” — St. Cyril of Jerusalem (AD 350).

The infinite graces of Christ’s Sacrifice on Calvary are made present in the Sacrifice of the Holy
Mass. Every time Holy Mass is offered, these graces are applied to a specific purpose, petition, or
person. This practice has always belonged to the Roman Catholic Church, a historical fact
supported by at least 1,800 years of documented evidence. The early
Christians in the ancient Roman catacombs around AD 200 brought gifts to the
altar alongside the names of loved ones to be remembered during the
Eucharistic Prayer. Writing around AD 211, the early Church Father Tertullian

documented that Christians regularly offered sacrifices and prayers for the

dead on the anniversary of their passing. By AD 235, Church documents ‘ ol
explicitly mandated offering these specific intentions during the Holy Mass itself. oda, wether
we offer a Holy Mass for the repose of a deceased soul, the healing of someone sick, or a
milestone, we are participating directly in the Communion of Saints—uniting the living on earth

with the souls in Purgatory and the saints in Heaven through the most powerful prayer possible.

The small monetary offering given with a Holy Mass intention request is a symbolic act of
sacrificial participation. It is NOT a payment for a grace, as God’s love cannot be bought or sold.

(CONTINUED FROM PAGE 1) Instead, it represents your personal material offering to support the
Church’s ministry and the livelihood of the priest who acts in persona Christi (in the person of
Christ) to offer the Holy Mass on your behalf. By scheduling an intention, you deeply associate

your own prayers with the holy sacrifice of the altar for the needs of our world and loved ones.

Therefore, we encourage you to make this holy sacrifice and request Holy Mass intentions for
your departed loved ones, your living family and friends, and even for your own spiritual needs.
In our modern age, we should not seek to be smarter than the billions of Christians who have
faithfully kept this tradition alive for nearly 2000 years. Trust in the enduring wisdom of the
Church and the generations of saints before us, and bring your deepest intentions to the altar

where Christ’s ultimate healing and grace are poured out.

TYPES OF INTENTIONS
THE DECEASED: Praying for the repose of the soul of a departed loved one.
THE LIVING: Seeking healing for the sick or grace for someone facing challenges.
MILESTONES: Celebrating special life events like birthdays, weddings, or anniversaries.
THANKSGIVING: Expressing gratitude to God for blessings or favors received.

SPECIAL CAUSES: Praying for general needs like world peace, vocations, or the local community.

HOLY MASS SCHEDULING CATEGORIES
SINGLE HOLY MASS: A one-time dedication of a specific scheduled liturgy.
TRIDUUM: A series of three consecutive Holy Masses for a chosen intention.
NOVENA: A sequence of nine consecutive days of scheduled Holy Masses.

GREGORIAN MASSES: 30 consecutive Holy Masses offered exclusively for a single deceased soul.

PRAYERS REDIRECTED
As the Lord God is not bound by time and knows the exact state of every soul. If your loved one

no longer needs purification, the graces of your prayers are redirected to another soul in need,

such as those in purgatory who have no one to pray for them.

JUNE 24, THE BIRTHDAY SAINT JOHN THE BAPTIST

THE BIRTHDAY OF SAINT JOHN THE BAPTIST is a Solemnity—the highest rank of liturgical feast—
because of his unrivaled role in salvation history as the precursor to Jesus Christ, our Lord and
God. While the liturgical calendar usually honors saints on the date of their death (their birth
into heaven), John the Baptist is one of only three whose earthly births are celebrated by the
Church. The other two are Christmas and the birthday of the
Blessed Mother (September 8).

SANCTIFICATION IN THE WOMB: According to Sacred Tradition and the
teachings of Church Fathers like St. Augustine, John was cleansed of
original sin before his birth. During the Visitation, when the
pregnant Virgin Mary visited Elizabeth, the unborn John leaped for
joy in the womb. This is the moment of his sanctification by the
presence of the unborn Savior. Because he was born in the state of

grace, his actual day of birth is holy and worthy of a Solemnity.

BRIDGE BETWEEN TWO TESTAMENTS: John stands as the literal
boundary line between the Old Covenant and the New Covenant. He represents the culmination
of all the Old Testament prophets who foretold the Messiah, while simultaneously serving as the

first prophet of the New Testament to physically point Him out.

CHRIST’S ENDORSEMENT: Christ the Lord Himself honors John with unique greatness when He
says: “Among those born of women there has been none greater than John the Baptist” (MT.
11:11). The Church aligns its liturgical hierarchy with this praise by granting his nativity the
highest celebration level (CONTINUED ON PAGE 4).

six months before Christmas on December 25, directly reflecting the timeline in the Gospel of

Luke where Elizabeth is in her sixth month of pregnancy during the Annunciation. This creates

a deliberate "Summer Christmas”. The dates carry profound cosmic symbolism based on John’s

own words: "He must increase; | must decrease” (John 3:30).June 24 occurs right after the

summer solstice; from this point forward, daylight begins to decrease. December 25 occurs

right after the winter solstice; from this point forward, daylight begins to increase.

THE CATECHISM OF THE CATHOLIC CHURCH ©ON THE SACRAMENT OF FORGIVENESS

1446. Christ instituted the sacrament of Penance for all sinful members of his Church: above all for
those who, since Baptism, have fallen into grave sin, and have thus lost their baptismal grace and
wounded ecclesial communion. It is to them that the sacrament of Penance offers a new possibility
to convert and to recover the grace of justification. The Fathers of the Church present this

sacrament as “the second plank [of salvation] after the shipwreck which is the loss of grace.”

144. Over the centuries the concrete form in which the Church has exercised this power
received from the Lord has varied considerably. During the first centuries the reconciliation of
Christians who had committed particularly grave sins after their Baptism (for example, idolatry,
murder, or adultery) was tied to a very rigorous discipline, according to which penitents had to
do public penance for their sins, often for years, before receiving reconciliation. To this “order
of penitents” (which concerned only certain grave sins), one was only rarely admitted and in

certain regions only once in a lifetime (CONTINUED ON THE LAST PAGE).

(CONTINUED FROM THE FIRST PAGE) During the seventh century Irish missionaries, inspired by the
Eastern monastic tradition, took to continental Europe the “private” practice of penance, which
does not require public and prolonged completion of penitential works before reconciliation with
the Church. From that time on, the sacrament has been performed in secret between penitent and
priest. This new practice envisioned the possibility of repetition and so opened the way to a regular
frequenting of this sacrament. It allowed the forgiveness of grave sins and venial sins to be
integrated into one sacramental celebration. In its main lines this is the form of penance that the

Church has practiced down to our day.

1448. Beneath the changes in discipline and celebration that this sacrament has undergone over the
centuries, the same fundamental structure is to be discerned. It comprises two equally essential
elements: on the one hand, the acts of the man who undergoes conversion through the action of the
Holy Spirit: namely, contrition, confession, and satisfaction; on the other, God's action through the
intervention of the Church. The Church, who through the bishop and his priests forgives sins in the
name of Jesus Christ and determines the manner of satisfaction, also prays for the sinner and does

penance with him. Thus the sinner is healed and re-established in ecclesial communion.

WHAT IS & NOVENA?

It is the most ancient Christian spiritual devotion that consists of reciting a set form of prayer over
nine consecutive days or weeks. Derived from the Latin word novem, meaning nine, novenas are
typically prayed to petition for a specific divine favor, request a saint’s intercession, or prepare for
a major liturgical feast day. Following the Lord’s Ascension, and as He instructed, the Apostles
returned to Jerusalem and along with the Blessed Mother, gathered in the Upper Room and devoted
themselves to constant prayer. Exactly nine days later, the Holy Spirit descended upon them at
Pentecost (cf. Acts of the Apostles 1:12-14 and 2:1-4). This scriptural event serves as the theological

model and historical framework for persistent and hopeful waiting in and through prayer.

Come, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful and kindle in them the fire of your love. Send
forth Your Spirit and they shall be created, and You shall renew the face of the earth. O God, who
by the light of the Holy Spirit, did instruct the hearts of the faithful, grant that by the same Holy

Spirit we may be truly wise and ever enjoy His consolations. Through Christ Our Lord. Amen!

We have heard some people trying to excuse this most pernicious disease of the soul, in such a way
as to endeavor to extenuate it by a rather shocking way of interpreting Scripture: as they say that it
is not injurious if we are angry with the brethren who do wrong, since, say they, God Himself is said
to rage and to be angry with those who either will not know Him, or, knowing Him, spurn Him, as
here: “And the anger of the Lord was kindled against His people;” or where the prophet prays and
says, “O Lord, rebuke me not in your anger, neither chasten me in your displeasure;” not
understanding that, while they want to open to men an excuse for a most pestilent sin, they are

ascribing to the Divine Infinity and Fountain of all purity a taint of human passion.

. SAINT ROSE OF LIMA: Rose of Lima, the first canonized saint of the
New World, was born to parents of Spanish descent in Lima, Peru, at a
time when South America was in its first century of evangelization. She
seems to have taken Catherine of Siena as a model, in spite of the
objections and ridicule of parents and friends. . The saints have so
great a love of God that what seems bizarre to us, and is indeed
sometimes imprudent, is simply a logical carrying out of a conviction
that anything that might endanger a loving relationship with God must
be rooted out. So, because her beauty was so often admired, Rose used

to rub her face with pepper to produce disfiguring blotches. Later, she

wore a thick circlet of silver on her head, studded on the inside, like a
crown of thorns. . When Rose of Lima’s parents fell into financial trouble, she worked in the
garden all day and sewed at night. Ten years of struggle against her parents began when they tried
to make Rose marry. They refused to let her enter a convent, and out of obedience she continued
her life of penance and solitude at home as a member of the Third Order of Saint Dominic. So deep
was her desire to live the life of Christ that she spent most of her time at home in solitude. 3.
During the last few years of her life, Rose of Lima set up a room in the house where she cared for
homeless children, the elderly, and the sick. This was a beginning of social services in Peru. Though
secluded in life and activity, she was brought to the attention of Inquisition interrogators, who
could only say that she was influenced by grace. . What might have been a merely eccentric life
was transfigured from the inside. The greatest thing about Rose of Lima: a love of God so ardent
that it withstood ridicule from without, violent temptation, and lengthy periods of sickness. When

she died at 31, the city turned out for her funeral. Prominent men took turns carrying her coffin.

THE MONTH OF JANUARY IS DEDICATED TO THE MOST HOLY NAME OF JESUS!!

Everything about our divine Lord is holy, including His Holy Name. It was the Archangel Gabriel who
first spoke the name of Jesus to His mother, “Behold, you will conceive in your womb and bear a
son, and you shall name him Jesus” (Luke 1:31). The Archangel was only a messenger, so the name

of Jesus was given to Him by the Father in Heaven.

Saint Peter was one of the first Apostles to speak with authority in the Holy Name of Jesus when he
healed a crippled man saying, “I have neither silver nor gold, but what | do have | give you: in the

name of Jesus Christ the Nazorean, rise and walk” (Acts 3:6).

Saint Paul exalted the holy name of Jesus when he said, “...at the name of Jesus every knee should
bend, of those in heaven and on earth and under the earth, and every tongue confess that Jesus
Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father” (Philippians 2:9-10). Saint Paul preached with power
in the name of Jesus so often that even some itinerant Jewish exorcists tried to imitate him by

commanding demons, “l adjure you by the Jesus whom Paul preaches” (Acts 19:13).

Throughout the history of the Church, Jesus’ name has been invoked as an instrument of personal
faith in the Son of God, especially to command demons or simply to pray to Jesus in a repetitive and
personal way. The liturgical Feast of the Most Holy Name of Jesus has been celebrated by the

Church for many centuries, especially within various religious orders.

In the fifteenth century, Saint Bernardine of Siena, a Franciscan friar, went on a preaching mission
promoting devotion to the Most Holy Name. He encouraged people to revere Jesus’ hame by placing
the first three Greek letters of His name on their doors: IHS. Today, this Greek monogram of Jesus’

name is commonly seen in churches on tabernacles, altars, and in stained glass windows.

In the sixteenth century, Saint Ignatius of Loyola had such a strong devotion to the Most Holy Name
of Jesus that he adopted it as his seal as general of his newly founded order of the Jesuits; that

monogram remains the Jesuits’ official seal today.

There is great power in the spoken name of Jesus. Repeating His name prayerfully or speaking it
aloud brings Him close and gives you strength, provided you recite His name in faith. The name of
Jesus casts out fear, arouses trust, and unites your heart to His. Sadly, the Most Holy Name of Jesus
is so holy that the evil one often tempts people to invoke it as a curse when angry, without even

considering what they are doing.

As we celebrate this holy memorial today, ponder the prayer below that is attributed to Saint
Bernardine of Siena, the Franciscan who spoke so fervently of Jesus’ name. Also, take time to close
your eyes and prayerfully repeat His name over and over. As you go about your day, anytime you
feel anxious or fearful, speak the name of Jesus. Know and believe that the divine name of our Lord

brings Him close to you and bestows His grace in abundance.

The General Instruction of the Roman Missal (GIRM) states, “A bow signifies reverence and honor
shown to the persons themselves or to the signs that represent them,” and therefore we bow to the
altar, to reverence Jesus’ act of sacrifice. A lesser-known, yet beautiful practice is the bowing of
one’s head “when the three Divine Persons are named together and at the names of Jesus, of the

Blessed Virgin Mary, and of the saint in whose honor Mass is being celebrated” (GIRM, 275).

It was Pope Gregory X who, with St. Paul’s words to the Philippians in mind and recognizing the
practical difficulty of genuflecting at the name of Jesus, introduced the practice of bowing one’s

head at the name of Jesus “in token that interiorly he bends the knee of his heart.”

Bowing our head at the name of Jesus, especially during the Mass, is a great way to reverence the

name of Jesus.
