THE RORATE CAELI HOLY MASS! 

It is Holy Mass celebrated early in the morning, just before 

dawn, during the season of Advent. The church is lit 

exclusively by the candles held by the faithful and around 

the altar. The progression from darkness at the start of the Holy Mass to the rising sun 

illuminating the church by the end symbolizes the movement from the darkness of sin and the 

world’s anticipation to the coming of Jesus Christ, the eternal light and Savior.  This Holy 

Mass gets its name, Rorate Caeli Holy Mass, from the first words of the Latin Introit or entrance 

chant: “Rorate caeli desuper, et nubes pluant justum.” It is from Isaiah 45:8: “Let justice 

descend, you heavens, like dew from above, like gentle rain let the clouds drop it down!” 

Please, join us to pray and offer the beautiful, candlelight Rorate Caeli Holy Mass  at 6:00 am 

on Thursday December 4, Thursday December 11, and Thursday December 18!

OUR LADY OF THE MIRACULOUS MEDAL: A HISTORY OF GRACE AND DEVOTION 

In 1830, the Blessed Virgin Mary, Mother of God, appeared to St. Catherine Labouré, a young novice 

of the Daughters of Charity in Paris. During these encounters, the Blessed Mother revealed to 

Catherine the design of a medal meant to draw hearts 

closer to God through trust in Mary’s intercession. The 

image showed the Virgin standing on a globe, crushing the 

serpent, with rays of light flowing from her hands and the 

words, “O Mary, conceived without sin, pray for us 

who have recourse to thee.” At the Blessed Mother’s 

request, the first medals were made and distributed, and 

reports of answered prayers, healings, and conversions 

spread so rapidly that the faithful themselves soon began calling it “the Miraculous Medal.”  

The reverse of the medal carries a rich symbolism at the heart of Christian devotion. A large “M” 

interwoven with a cross expresses the Blessed Mother’s close sharing in Christ’s saving work. 

Beneath it, the Sacred Heart of Jesus crowned with thorns and the Immaculate Heart of Mary 

pierced by a sword proclaim the love and suffering that stand at the center of the Gospel. Encircling 

them are twelve stars, recalling both the Church and the vision of the Woman in Revelation.  

For nearly two centuries, this medal has remained a simple yet powerful reminder of Mary’s 

maternal care and the grace God offers to all who seek Him with faith.

WHAT MAKES A CHURCH A BASILICA? 

There are two uses of the name basilica (from the Greek basileus – king). One is the honor given to a 

church by designation of the pope; the other is an architectural style based on the design of the 

ancient Roman law courts.  Historically, the ancient use preceded the Church’s use. The basilicas 

were designed to serve as the place where the emperor’s representative sat and judged. They were 

rectangular in shape with a central nave, at the end of which was a rounded area, the apse, in 

which the judge sat. Typically, there were two side aisles separated from the nave by columns. 

Many basilicas were given over to Church use by Constantine, as they were suitable for the public 

celebration of Mass. Many of these original basilicas survive, and new churches are still made in this 

style.  The pope, however, is the only one who can name a basilica in the honorific sense. The 

title is given to churches of significance to the universal Church, to a country, or even to a diocese. 

There are more than 1,800 basilicas in the world, with 85 in the United States. In Rome there are 

four major basilicas and numerous minor basilicas. The four major basilicas are also called papal 

basilicas and historically were called patriarchal basilicas. 

THE BASILICA OF ST. JOHN LATERAN IN ROME, the Cathedral of the Pope 

It was dedicated to St. John the Baptist and St. John the Evangelist, so the reference is to the two 

Johns associated with Our Lord. They became associated with the Basilica owing to the monks from 

the monastery of St. John the Baptist and St. John the Divine who served there.  

The Lateranus family (the Laterini) had owned the property until it was confiscated by the Emperor 

Nero, who accused the family of conspiracy. From this origin, the place acquired the name the 

Lateran. It remained in imperial hands for 250 years until Emperor Constantine donated it to Pope 

Sylvester following the Edict of Milan in 313 A.D.

St. Monica said to Augustine: “Lay this body anywhere; let not the care for it 

trouble you at all. This only I ask, that you will remember me at the Lord’s altar, wherever you be.”  

Monica's words emphasized her faith in the Eucharist and the communion of saints. This reflects her deep piety 

and trust in God's mercy, and it has inspired countless reflections on prayer, remembrance, and the afterlife in 

our Christian sacred tradition. 

In 2 Maccabees 12:46 we read “It is therefore a holy and wholesome thought to pray for the dead, that they 

may be loosed from sins.” Therefore “From the beginning the Church has honored the memory of the dead and 

offered prayers in suffrage for them, above all the Eucharistic sacrifice, so that, thus purified, they may attain 

the beatific vision of God” Catechism of the Catholic Church (Paragraph 1032).

NOVEMBER, THE MONTH OF ALL THE FAITHUFUL DEPARTED SOULS  

In our Catholic tradition, praying for faithful departed souls extends the spirit of All Souls’ Day (November 

2) through the entire month of November. While November 2 is the formal liturgical commemoration, the 

whole month is dedicated to remembering and praying for the dead — an extended season of mercy, 

remembrance, and hope.  

Here’s how it developed and what it means: In Catholic our spirituality, November is often called the 

“Month of the Holy Souls” or “Month of the Faithful Departed.” The connection is not arbitrary. Nature 

itself, especially in the Northern Hemisphere, mirrors the mood — shorter days, fading light, and the sense 

of the earth dying down before winter — all pointing toward reflection on mortality and eternal life. 

During this month: Catholics visit cemeteries to pray for the departed. Many offer daily prayers such as the 

Eternal Rest prayer (“Eternal rest grant unto them, O Lord…”). Indulgences — special spiritual benefits — 

are granted for those who visit a cemetery and pray for the dead between November 1 and 8, under 

certain conditions (confession, Communion, and prayers for the Pope’s intentions). Mass intentions 

throughout November are often offered for deceased family members or all souls in purgatory.  

The Church’s reasoning is simple yet profound: love does not end at death. Remembering the dead 

throughout November keeps that bond of charity alive. In that sense, November is the Church’s gentle 

invitation to contemplate the last things — death, judgment, heaven, and purgatory — not morbidly, but as 

part of the rhythm of faith and the mystery of life’s completion. 

St. Augustine’s mother, St. Monica, said to him before dying: “Lay this body anywhere; let not the care of it 

trouble you at all. This only I ask of you, that you remember me at the altar of the Lord, wherever you be.”

OPE BENEDICT XVI: “The common turning toward the east was not a ‘celebration toward the 

wall’; it did not mean that the priest ‘had his back to the people’: the priest himself was not 

regarded as so important. For just as the congregation does not converse with the priest, but 

with the Lord, so too the priest is not regarded as speaking to the congregation, but to the Lord. 

Hence, when priest and people face the same way, what results is not a closed circle, but a 

common movement forward: a people on the way to the oriens, the Christ who comes to meet us. 

In reality what happened after the [second Vatican] Council [1962 to 1965] was something different: 

instead of the priest and people facing together towards the Lord, now the priest turned towards 

the people. In the common mind this gave the impression of a community celebrating itself, an idea 

which is utterly alien to the liturgy. In this way the meal idea — which in Luther’s…[rebellious ideas] 

had replaced the [catholic theology of] sacrifice — began to gain ground once again. 

The consequence is that now the priest — the ‘presider,’ as they now prefer to call him — becomes 

the real point of reference for the whole liturgy. Everything depends on him. We have to see him, 

to respond to him, to be involved in what he is doing. His creativity sustains the whole thing. Not 

surprisingly, people try to make him as interesting as possible, otherwise it would all be unbearably 

drab. The liturgy becomes dependent on the personality and inventiveness of the priest. Less and 

less is God in the picture. More and more important is what man is doing, the liturgy really does 

become a form of self-celebration. In this way, too, it is threatened with degeneration into 

pointless activity” (Benedict XVI, The Spirit of the Liturgy (2000), pp. 80–81).

THE FEAST OF THE EXALTATION OF THE HOLY CROSS 
“Let us not then be ashamed to confess the Crucified. Be the Cross our seal made with boldness 

by our fingers on our brow, and on everything; over the bread we eat, and the cups we drink; in 

our comings in, and goings out; before our sleep, when we lie down and when we rise up; when 

we are in the way, and when we are still. Great is that preservative; it is without price, for the 

sake of the poor; without toil, for the sick; since also its grace is from God. It is the Sign of the 

faithful, and the dread of devils: for He triumphed over them in it, having made a show of them 

openly; for when they see the Cross they are reminded of the Crucified; they are afraid of Him, 

who bruised the heads of the dragon” (St. Cyril of Jerusalem, Catechetical Lecture XIII, 36). 

Commemorated on September 14, the Feast of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross celebrates the 

discovery, recovery, and above all, the saving meaning of Christ’s Cross — His sacrifice turned into 

the ultimate sign of life and glory. It is not just a historical memory, it also has a strong anti-heresy 

role in Christian tradition. It became a proclamation that the Cross is central to salvation—against 

distortions that either deny the Cross, reduce its meaning, or replace it with human wisdom or 

power. Here are the main heresies it directly or implicitly resists: 

Gnosticism: The Gnostics despised the material world and denied that the Son of God truly suffered 

in the flesh. For them, the Cross was scandalous—God could not be humiliated. Feast’s Response: 

The Exaltation affirms that God truly became man, truly suffered, and truly died on the Cross. The 

same Cross is exalted because it is the instrument of our redemption. 

Docetism: Jesus only “appeared” (Greek dokein, to seem) to have a body and suffer; His passion 

was an illusion. Feast’s Response: The veneration of the Cross insists that the Passion was real and 

that salvation came through actual suffering and death, not appearances (Continued on the last page).

(Continuing from the first  page) Arianism: Christ was not fully God but a created being; therefore, His 

death had no infinite saving power. Feast’s Response: By exalting the Cross, the Church proclaims 

that the one who died upon it was the eternal Son of God, and His sacrifice has absolute saving value. 

Manichaeism: A radical dualism — matter is evil, spirit alone is good. The Cross (a physical death in a 

body) is meaningless or even evil in this system. Feast’s Response: The feast proclaims that matter 

itself is redeemed through the Cross, and the body, far from being evil, becomes the temple of 

resurrection. 

Talmudic-Rabbinic polemic (anti-Cross stance): “Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree” (Deut. 

21:23, cited against Christians). Rabbinic Judaism mocked the idea of a crucified Messiah. Feast’s 

Response: The Church glories in the Cross (Gal. 6:14) and reinterprets the curse: Christ became a 

curse for us so that we might be freed (Gal. 3:13). The very “scandal” of the Cross becomes its glory.  

Islam (emerging later): The Quran denies that Jesus was crucified (“they did not kill him, nor 

crucify him, but it appeared so to them” — 4:157). Feast’s Response: The liturgy proclaims year 

after year: the Cross is not illusion, not substitution, but the real and saving death of Christ. 

Modern Echoes: Rationalism / Liberal Christianity: The Cross is reduced to a moral example of 

sacrifice, not an objective act of redemption. Feast’s Response: It insists the Cross is not just 

symbol but sacramental reality — through it the world is redeemed.

ST. CARLO ACUTIS (1991–2006) 

Carlo Acutis (1991–2006) lived only fifteen years, but in that short span 

he left behind a testimony that continues to inspire people all over the 

world. Born in London and raised in Milan, he grew up with an 

extraordinary love for the Eucharist, daily Mass, the Rosary, and acts 

of charity. Gifted with computers, he used his talents to build a digital 

catalog of Eucharistic miracles, showing how modern technology could 

be a pathway to God. His central motto was: “The Eucharist is my highway to heaven.” 

Carlo’s vision for life was simple yet profound: “To always be close to Jesus, that’s my life plan.” 

These words reveal his understanding that holiness is not found in extraordinary achievements but 

in daily faithfulness—drawing near to Christ through prayer, the sacraments, and love for others. 

Even as a teenager immersed in modern life, he showed that sanctity is possible in ordinary 

routines, lived with extraordinary love. From the time of his First Communion, Carlo made it a rule 

to pray the Rosary every day without fail. This became for him as natural as breathing. 

When leukemia struck at the age of fifteen, Carlo offered his suffering for the Church and the Pope. 

He died peacefully on October 12, 2006, and was later buried in Assisi, the city of St. Francis.  

Declared Venerable in 2018 and beatified in 2020, Carlo will be canonized on September 7, 2025, 

becoming the first millennial saint.  

His life continues to echo as a call to all Christians: stay close to Jesus, love the Eucharist, and let 

even ordinary days become a path to heaven.

Pier Giorgio Frassati was born on April 6, 1901, in Turin, Italy, into a wealthy 

family, yet he chose a life of prayer, daily Mass, the Rosary, and service to the 

poor over comfort and privilege. Cheerful and adventurous, he loved mountain 

climbing and friendships, but his joy was rooted in faith. He studied mining engineering to stand 

with workers and defend their dignity, and his motto “Verso l’alto!”—“To the heights!”—captured 

both his mountaineer’s passion and his striving for holiness. He said, “JESUS PAYS ME A VISIT 

EVERY MORNING IN HOLY COMMUNION, AND I RETURN THE VISIT IN THE MEAGER WAY I KNOW 

HOW: BY VISITING THE POOR.” He gave away food, clothing, and money with quiet generosity, 

while also declaring, “Charity is not enough; we need social reform.” For him, faith demanded 

courage: “To live without faith, without a heritage to defend, without continually struggling for 

truth, is not living, but just getting along.” Yet his strength rested in humility: “By myself I cannot, 

but with God I can.” In 1925, while serving the sick, he contracted polio and died on July 4 at just 

24. At his funeral, thousands of the poor he had helped filled the streets of Turin, revealing the 

depth of his hidden charity. Beatified in 1990, he will be canonized on September 7, 2025, 

remembered as the joyful “mountaineer of faith” who still calls us upward “to the heights.”

SAINT PADRE PIO (1887–1968), born Francesco Forgione in Pietrelcina, Italy, was a Capuchin friar 

and priest known for his profound holiness and love of Christ. Ordained in 1910, he soon became 

widely recognized for his devotion to prayer, his 

tireless service in the confessional, and the gift of 

the stigmata — the wounds of Christ — which he 

carried for fifty years. With great love for the 

suffering, he founded the Casa Sollievo della 

Sofferenza (House for the Relief of Suffering), a 

hospital for the sick and poor.  

Padre Pio’s life was guided by deep simplicity and 

constant prayer. He encouraged souls with sayings 

such as: “Pray, hope, and don’t worry. Worry is 

useless. God is merciful and will hear your prayer.” He 

often reminded people that “The Mass is the most beautiful act of worship” and that “It is easier for 

the earth to exist without the sun than without the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass.” To those burdened 

by sin, he would say: “The devil fears the rosary and the Confession.”

THE EBIONITE HERESIES 

The Ebionites, active mainly from the late 1st century into the 4th century, were one of the 

earliest heretical sects that sought to pull Christianity back under the weight of the synagogue 

and distort the apostolic Gospel. Rooted in Jewish-Christian circles, they denied Christ’s 

divinity, rejected the virgin birth, mutilated the Gospel of Matthew, and condemned Saint Paul as 

an apostate from Moses. They kept circumcision, food laws, and Sabbath observance, remaining 

Jews in practice while falsely claiming to confess Christ. Alongside this Judaizing spirit, they 

absorbed gnostic tendencies, denying the saving power of the Cross and reducing Jesus to a mere 

moral teacher or revealer of hidden knowledge rather than the incarnate Son of God and 

Redeemer. This hybrid system of rabbinic law plus gnostic denial became the blueprint for later 

false religions, most clearly Islam, which centuries later echoed the same errors by denying 

Christ’s divinity, rejecting the Cross, exalting circumcision and law, and treating Paul with 

hostility. Their influence did not stop there: the Protestant Reformers in the 16th century, by 

rejecting the authority of Tradition, mutilating Scripture through selective canons, and attacking 

the Catholic Church as “apostate,” unknowingly revived key aspects of the Ebionite spirit—setting 

up a religion of private interpretation and selective Gospel, much as the Ebionites had done with 

their truncated Matthew. Thus, across time, the Ebionites form a continuous thread: first as a  

Judaizing heresy, then as a gnostic distortion, and finally as the foundation stone for Islam and 

a foreshadowing of the fragmentation of Protestantism—all systems built on rejecting the full 

truth of the Incarnate Christ and His Church.

THE GNOSTIC heresy of Docetism 

Docetism was one of the first major heresies to attack the Cathoic Faith. It claimed that Jesus 

Christ only appeared to have a real human body, and that His suffering and death on the Cross were 

illusions. This false teaching came from Gnostic beliefs that matter is evil and that salvation is 

found only in “secret knowledge.” If true, it would mean there is no real Incarnation, no real Cross, 

and no real Resurrection—leaving us without salvation. The apostles (1 John 4:2–3; 2 John 7) and 

early Church Fathers like Ignatius of Antioch exposed and condemned this lie, insisting that our 

redemption depends on the Son of God truly becoming flesh, truly suffering, and truly rising again. 

The New Testament directly battled Docetic ideas: 1 John 4:2–3: “Every spirit that confesses that 

Jesus Christ has come in the flesh is from God, and every spirit that does not confess Jesus is not 

from God.” 2 John 7: “Many deceivers … do not confess the coming of Jesus Christ in the flesh. Such 

a one is the deceiver and the antichrist.” Luke 24:39: The risen Jesus says: “Touch me and see, for 

a spirit does not have flesh and bones as you see that I have.” 

Following the Apostles the Church Fathers battleed against Docetism. Ignatius of Antioch (c. 110 

AD), in his Letter to the Smyrnaeans: “They abstain from the Eucharist and from prayer, because 

they do not confess that the Eucharist is the flesh of our Savior Jesus Christ.” He stressed that if 

Christ did not truly suffer, then salvation is false. Irenaeus (c. 180 AD), Against Heresies: Defends 

the real Incarnation, real Passion, and real Resurrection against Gnostics and Docetists. Tertullian 

(c. 200 AD), On the Flesh of Christ: Attacks Docetists for denying Christ’s humanity: “Behold, the 

whole work of God is overturned, because the Son of God is no longer clothed with flesh.” 

So those who deny and reject the Real Presence and the Working of God’s grace in the matter and 

form of the Sacraments of His Church are just repeaters of the heresies of Gnostic Docetism.

THE HERESY OF GNOSTICISM 

The heresy of Gnosticism is the claim that salvation comes not through faith and grace in the 

Incarnate Christ, but through a secret “knowledge” (gnosis) available only to a spiritual elite. It 

denies the goodness of creation, teaching that matter is evil and only the spirit is divine; it divides 

the true God from a supposed lesser “creator” or demiurge who fashioned the material world; and 

it rejects the reality of Christ’s flesh, the Resurrection of the body, and the universality of 

redemption. In short, Gnosticism twists Scripture into myths, despises the visible Church and 

sacraments, and replaces the Gospel with an elitist system of self-made “mysteries” that enslave 

rather than liberate. . Gnosticism was not simply an innocent mistake but a deliberate counterfeit 

engineered in the second century to undermine Christianity from within by corrupting its 

foundations. Drawing on pagan myths, Jewish esotericism, and philosophical speculations, its 

inventors recast the Gospel into a system of secret codes, false “wisdom,” and cosmic dualisms 

designed to strip Christ of His Incarnation, Passion, and Resurrection. By denying the goodness of 

creation, the reality of the flesh, and the universal offer of salvation, they sought to dissolve the 

very heart of the Christian faith into an elitist cult for the “knowers.” . In this way, Gnosticism 

functioned as a parasite: borrowing Christian words and symbols but inverting their meaning, to 

confuse the faithful, fracture the Church, and turn the saving message of Christ into a mystical trap 

leading away from truth and toward destruction. 

Origen (185–253 AD), one of the Fathers of the Church, refuted the Gnostics. Writing on the Gnostic 

contempt for Scripture, Origen says: “These heretics bring forward words not found in Scripture 

at all, nor acknowledged by the Church, but set down in apocryphal writings, which they use 

as if of equal authority.” (Commentary on Matthew, 28.26)

Unlike what adamant non-Catholics and non-Christians falsely and in folly assume and preach, the

WHAT IS GNOSTICISM AND WHY IS IT HERETICAL? 

Gnosticism is a collection of ancient religious ideas and systems that emerged in the early centuries 

of the Christian era, especially between the 1st and 3rd centuries A.D. It claimed to offer “secret 

knowledge” (gnosis) as the path to salvation—knowledge that was supposedly hidden from the 

masses but revealed to a spiritual elite.  

While there were many forms of Gnosticism, most shared these key heretical doctrines: The True 

God is a distant, unknowable spiritual being (pure light, love). The Creator (Demiurge) is a a lower, 

ignorant, or even evil being who created the material world. Often Gnosticism identified this 

Demiurge with the God of the Old Testament. Hence, matter or flesh or body was considered evil, 

and spirit alone was good. Salvation doesn’t come by faith or grace but by esoteric knowledge of 

one’s divine origin. Jesus (or other figures) was believed to bring gnosis, not to redeem sin, but to 

awaken spiritual realization. Gnostics often denied that Jesus was truly human—He only “appeared” 

to have a body (Docetism). This denied the real suffering, death, and resurrection of Christ, making 

the Cross meaningless (CONTINUED ON THE LAST PAGE).

From Christian standpoint, Gnosticism is evil and utterly incompatible with the Gospel. Why? 

GNOSTIC HERESY x CHRISTIAN TRUTH 

Creator is evil x God created all things good (Genesis 1) 

Matter is evil x The Word became flesh (John 1:14) 

Salvation by secret knowledge x Salvation is by grace through faith (Ephesians 2:8) 

Jesus was not fully human x Jesus is fully God and fully man (Philippians 2:6–8) 

Elite knowledge x The Gospel is for all nations (Matthew 28:19) 

Gnosticism is heretical because it: Denies the goodness of God’s creation; rejects Christ’s true 

humanity and redemptive work; undermines the Gospel message; introduces a secretive, elitist 

system of salvation; it replaces the universal call of Christ to repent and believe with a hidden 

spiritual ladder for the so-called enlightened. It's not Christianity—it’s a counterfeit.

The Catholic Sunday obligation:  The Catholic Sunday obligation refers to the requirement for Catholics to 

attend Holy Mass every Sunday and on Holy Days of Obligation, unless excused for a serious reason (such as 

illness or caring for infants). 

Canon Law Basis: Canon 1247: “On Sundays and other holy days of obligation, the faithful are obliged to 

participate in the Mass.” Canon 1248 §1: Attendance at a Mass celebrated anywhere in a Catholic rite on the 

day itself or the evening of the preceding day (Saturday vigil) fulfills the obligation. 

Theological Meaning: Sunday is the “Lord’s Day”, commemorating the Resurrection of Christ. Participating in 

the Eucharist is the source and summit of Christian life (cf. Lumen Gentium 11).  

Grave Matter: Willingly and knowingly missing Mass without serious reason is considered grave sin and must be 

confessed before receiving Communion.

CATHOLICISM IN AMERICA AT THE TIME THE DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE 

At the time of the Declaration of Independence in 1776, Catholicism was a relatively small and 

often persecuted minority faith within the British colonies that would become the United States. 

Here's a breakdown of the situation:  

1. A Small but Notable Minority: Catholics constituted only a small percentage of the total colonial 

population, estimated at about 1.2% to 1.6% of the white population of the thirteen seaboard 

colonies. Maryland, founded by Catholics, had a sizable Catholic population relative to other 

colonies, but Protestants outnumbered them. Pennsylvania, with its Quaker founders' emphasis on 

religious toleration, also had a small Catholic presence.  

2. Facing Significant Prejudice and Persecution: Anti-Catholic sentiment was prevalent in many 

colonies, stemming from the historical context of the Reformation and the perceived threat of 

Catholic influence. Laws were enacted in some colonies to restrict Catholics' rights, including the 

denial of voting rights, holding public office, and public worship. Catholic schools were generally 

banned, with Pennsylvania being an exception.

HAIL HOLY QUEEN MOTHER OF MERCY  

The Biblical theme of the “queen mother” in the Davidic kingdom is a key for unlocking the mystery 

of our Blessed Mother’s Queenship. In David’s kingdom, as well as in other ancient kingdoms of the 

Near East, the mother of the king held an important office in the royal court and played a key part 

in the process of dynastic succession. In fact, it was NOT the king’s wife who ruled as queen, but it 

was the king’s mother who served as the “queen mother” of the kingdom. Hence, all celebrations 

and crowning the Blessed Virgin Mary as Queen Mother is intertwined with the truth that her son our 

Lord Jesus Christ is the King of the universe.  

The queen mother in the In David’s kingdom interceded with the king on behalf of the people. We 

read in 1 Kgs. 2:19–20 “So Bathsheba went to King Solomon, to speak to him on behalf 

of Adonijah. And the king rose to meet her, and bowed down to her; then he sat 

on his throne and had a seat brought for the king’s mother; and she sat on his right. 

Then she said, ‘I have one small request to make of you; do not refuse me.’ And the 

king said to her, ‘Make your request, my mother; for I will not refuse you.’” Hence, 

drawing on the Old Testament tradition of the queen mother, the Blessed Virgin Mary, 

intercedes for us in the Church, the Kingdom of the Lord Jesus! 

The Blessed Virgin Mary’s queenship is also rooted in her divine relationship with God, as she is the 

Mother of our Lord God, Jesus, through whom she also shares in the victory over sin and death. 

Therefore the Church identifies and portrays the Blessed Virgin Mary as the woman in Revelation 

12:1-6 clothed with the sun, with the moon under her feet, and a crown of twelve stars in 

symbolizing her royal authority and her role in the Church.  

Let us celebrate and crown the Blessed Virgin Mary as our Queen Mother and implore Her intercessions!

THE INAUGURATION OF POPE LEO XIV 

The Holy Mass for the inauguration of Pope Leo XIV’s pontificate will be celebrated on Sunday, May 

18, at 10 a.m. Rome’s time, in St. Peter’s square marking the official beginning of his ministry as St. 

Peter’s 266th successor. During this ceremony, Leo XIV will receive the pallium and the fisherman’s 

ring, two elements with profound theological and pastoral significance that mark the start of his 

pontificate. The pallium, which is a kind of stole or scarf, is made of sheep’s wool and represents 

the pope as a shepherd who carries the flock, that is, the Church, on his shoulders. The fisherman’s 

ring is kind of a gold ring on which a representation of St. Peter in his boat and the pope's name are 

engraved. This ring also has a practical function because it is used to seal documents. 

            

May the Holy Apostles Peter and Paul, in whose power and authority we trust, intercede for us 

before the Lord. Amen. Through the prayers and merits of Blessed Mary ever Virgin, Saint Michael 

the Archangel, Saint John the Baptist, the holy apostles Peter and Paul, and all the saints, may 

Almighty God have mercy on you and forgive all your sins, and may Jesus Christ bring you to 

everlasting life. Amen. May the almighty and merciful Lord grant you indulgence, absolution and the 

remission of all your sins, a season of true and fruitful penance, a well-disposed heart, amendment 

of life, the grace and comfort of the Holy Spirit and final perseverance in good works.

Excerpts FROM POPE LEO XIV’S FIRST HOMILY AS THE SUPREME PONTIFF 

“You are the Christ, the Son of the living God” (Mt 16:16). With these words, Peter – questioned by 

the Master, together with the other disciples, about his faith in Him – summarizes the patrimony 

that the Church has guarded, deepened, and transmitted for two thousand years through apostolic 

succession. Jesus is the Christ, the Son of the living God; the only Savior and the one who 

reveals the face of the Father.  

“Who do people say that the Son of Man is?” (Mt 16:13). First, there is the 

response of the world. This conversation between Jesus and his disciples 

about his identity takes place in the beautiful town of Caesarea Philippi, 

full of luxurious buildings, nestled in a breathtaking natural setting at the 

foot of Mount Hermon... But also home to cruel circles of power, a stage 

for betrayal and unfaithfulness. This image speaks to us of a world that 

regards Jesus as completely irrelevant; as, at best, a curious figure who 

amazes with his unusual way of speaking and acting. But when his presence 

becomes bothersome, with the demands of honesty and moral integrity that 

it entails, this “world” does not hesitate to reject and eliminate Him. 

Then there is the other possible response… of ordinary people. To them, the Nazarene is no 

“charlatan”: He is an upright man, courageous, eloquent, someone who speaks the truth, like other 

great prophets in the history of Israel. That’s why they follow Him, at least as long as they can do so 

without too much risk or inconvenience. But they still see Him as merely a man, and so, at the time 

of danger, during the Passion, they too abandon Him and walk away, disillusioned.

What is striking about these two attitudes is how relevant they still are. We easily find these ideas 

on the lips of many men and women today…. 

Even now, there are many contexts in which the Christian faith is considered absurd, fit only for 

weak or unintelligent people; contexts where people prefer other forms of security, like 

technology, money, success, power, or pleasure. 

These are environments where it is not easy to witness to and proclaim the Gospel; where believers 

are ridiculed, opposed, disdained, or at best, tolerated or pitied. Yet precisely because of this, 

these are places where mission is most urgent, because the absence of faith often brings with it 

great suffering: the loss of meaning in life, forgetting of mercy, violations of human dignity in tragic 

ways, the crisis of the family, and many other wounds from which our society deeply suffers. 

Nor are we lacking in contexts where Jesus – even though people admire Him as a man – is reduced 

to a kind of charismatic leader or superman. And this happens not only among nonbelievers but also 

among many baptized people who, on this level, end up living in a kind of practical atheism. 

This is the world entrusted to us, the world in which, as Pope Francis has taught us so often, we are 

called to witness to the joyful faith in Christ the Savior. Therefore, it is essential for us, too, to 

repeat: “You are the Christ, the Son of the living God” (Mt 16:16). 

It is essential to do so first and foremost in our personal relationship with Him, in our daily 

commitment to conversion. But also as a Church, by living together our belonging to the Lord and 

bringing the Good News to everyone. 

I say this first of all for myself, as the Successor of Peter, at the beginning of this mission of mine as 

Bishop of the Church in Rome, called, in the famous expression of Saint Ignatius of Antioch, to 

preside in charity over the universal Church (cf. Letter to the Romans, Greeting). He was brought in 

chains to this city, the place of his imminent martyrdom, and wrote to the Christians living here: 

“Then I shall truly be a disciple of Jesus Christ, when the world no longer sees my body” (Letter to 

the Romans, IV, 1). He was referring to being devoured by wild beasts in the arena. And that is 

exactly what happened. But his words also point, in a broader sense, to an indispensable 

commitment for anyone who exercises a ministry of authority in the Church: to disappear so that 

Christ may remain; to become small so that He may be known and glorified (cf. Jn 3:30); to give 

oneself entirely so that no one may be deprived of the opportunity to know and love Him.

Church Fathers on the Blessed Virgin Mary, THE MOTHER OF GOD 

In the 5TH century, a teaching about Christ Jesus was being circulated by Nestorius who taught that 

Mary bore only Jesus who was a man, not God. In contrast to our Catholic Orthodox articulation of 

Jesus Christ as one person in two natures, Nestorius claimed that Jesus Christ the man and the Divine 

Logos (Divine Word, or Reason or Principle) were two separate persons. For this reason, he refused to 

call Mary the Mother of God (Theotokos in Greek), a title given to her by early Christians, and instead 

called her only as Mother of Christ (Christotokos). This belief also led 

Nestorius to deny that the second person of the Trinity suffered on 

the cross, claiming that it was only the man, Jesus, who suffered, and 

not God. As a result of this false teaching, later named 

Nestorianism, the third Ecumenical Council was called in Ephesus in 

A.D. 431. The council proclaimed that Jesus Christ is one person: one 

hundred percent God and one hundred percent man, with a rational soul and body, and in whom the 

Divine and human natures dwelt. The title Mother of God was given to the ever Blessed Virgin Mary in 

order to protect the truth about Jesus Christ’s divinity.  

     

“Now, you heretic, you say that Mary, the Mother of our Lord Jesus Christ, cannot be called the 

Mother of God, but the Mother only of Christ and not of God — for no one, you say, gives birth to 

one older than herself. And concerning this utterly stupid argument...let us prove by divine 

testimonies both that Christ is God and that Mary is the Mother of God.” “You cannot…help 

admitting that the grace comes from God. It is God, then, who has given it. But it has been given by 

our Lord Jesus Christ. Therefore the Lord Jesus Christ is God. But if he is God, as he certainly is, 

then she who bore God is the Mother of God” JOHN CASSIAN (360—435).

WHAT THE EARLY CHURCH BELIEVED: SABBATH OR SUNDAY? 

Some religious organizations (Seventh-day Adventists, Seventh-Day Baptists, and certain others) 

claim that Christians must not worship on Sunday but on Saturday, the Jewish Sabbath. They claim 

that, at some unnamed time after the apostolic age, the Church “changed” the day of worship from 

Saturday to Sunday. However, passages of Scripture such as Acts 20:7, 1 Corinthians 16:2, Colossians 

2:16-17, and Revelation 1:10 indicate that, even during New Testament times, the Sabbath is no 

longer binding and that Christians are to worship on the Lord’s day, Sunday, instead. The early 

Church Fathers compared the observance of the Sabbath to the observance of the rite of 

circumcision, and from that they demonstrated that if the apostles abolished circumcision (Gal. 5:1-

6), so also the observance of the Sabbath must have been abolished. The following quotations show 

that the first Christians understood this principle and gathered for worship on Sunday. 

The Didache: “But every Lord’s day . . . gather yourselves together and break bread, and give 

thanksgiving after having confessed your transgressions, that your sacrifice may be pure. But let no 

one that is at variance with his fellow come together with you, until they be reconciled, that your 

sacrifice may not be profaned” (Didache 14 [A.D. 70]). 

The Letter of Barnabas: “We keep the eighth day [Sunday] with joyfulness, the day also on which 

Jesus rose again from the dead” (Letter of Barnabas 15:6–8 [A.D. 74]).  

Ignatius of Antioch: “[T]hose who were brought up in the ancient order of things [i.e. Jews] have 

come to the possession of a new hope, no longer observing the Sabbath, but living in the observance 

of the Lord’s day, on which also our life has sprung up again by him and by his death” (Letter to the 

Magnesians 8 [A.D. 110]).  

Justin Martyr: “But Sunday is the day on which we all hold our common assembly, because it is the 

first day on which God, having wrought a change in the darkness and matter, made the world; and 

Jesus Christ our Savior on the same day rose from the dead” (First Apology 67 [A.D. 155]).

THE RITE OF ELECTION 

The Rite of Election has a history that dates back to the introduction of Gentiles to Christianity as 

the Church expanded from its Jewish roots. Participants in the Rite of Election are unbaptized 

adults known as catechumens, which derives from a Greek word for “being instructed.” The Rite of 

Election takes place each year on the First Sunday of Lent. Catechumens indicate their desire to 

join the Church by signing the Book of the Elect, giving them the title “members of the elect.” The 

word “election” in this case has nothing to do with politics; rather, it is a discernment that God is 

present in the life of the catechumens and is inviting them into a fuller life of the sacraments. 

Celebration of the rite has two parts: a sending and a receiving. First, catechumens are sent by 

their parishes. This is a public pronouncement that they are ready to enter a covenant relationship 

through participation in the sacramental life of the Church. In the United States, this is done 

through their presentation to a bishop in a ceremony conducted at one or more parishes in a 

diocese. This is the first of many sendings they will experience in their faith journey. Those who are 

sent can then be received. The bishop or auxiliary bishop of a diocese attends the Rite of Election, 

accepts the parish community’s judgment, receives the catechumens and invites them to enter 

their names in the Book of the Elect.

LENT BEGINS ON MARCH 5  

Ash Wednesday & Good Friday are obligatory days of 

fasting & abstinence for Catholics. Fridays during Lent are 

obligatory days of abstinence. The norms on fasting are 

obligatory from age 18 until age 59. When fasting, a person 

is permitted to eat one full meal, as well as two smaller meals that together are not equal to a full 

meal. Abstinence from meat is binding upon all members of the Church from age 14 onwards. If 

possible, the fast on Good Friday is continued until the Easter Vigil (on Holy Saturday night) as the 

“PASCHAL FAST” to honor the suffering and death of the Lord Jesus, and to prepare ourselves to 

share more fully and to celebrate more readily his Resurrection.

“If any man desire to obtain the glory of the Gospel, and the fruit of the Resurrection, he ought not 

to be a transgressor of the mystical fast, which both Moses in the Law did, and Christ in His Gospel 

hath prescribed, by the authority of both Testaments, a space for the faithful striving of virtue.” 

“Not every hunger makes an acceptable fast, but that hunger which is undertaken from the fear of 

God. Consider: a Lent is fasted with us all days, except Saturday and the Lord’s day.” “He that had 

no sin fasted a Lent, and wilt not thou who sinnest? He, I say, had no sin, but fasted for our sins.” 

“For so hath the Lord appointed, that as for His Passion we should mourn in the fasts of Lent, so for 

His Resurrection we should rejoice in the fifty days following. Therefore, we fast not in this fifty 

days, because in these the Lord is with us. We fast not, I say, the Lord being present; because He 

hath said, ‘Can the children of the Bridegroom fast so long as the Bridegroom is with them?'”

THE FEAST OF THE PRESENTATION OF THE LORD (FEB.2) 

At the end of the fourth century (381–384 AD), a woman named Egeria made a pilgrimage to 

Jerusalem. Her journal, discovered in 1887, gives an unprecedented glimpse of liturgical life 

there. Among the celebrations she describes is the Epiphany, the observance of Christ’s birth, 

and the procession in honor of His Presentation in the Temple 40 days later. This feast 

emphasizes the Lord Jesus’ first appearance in the Temple.  

The observance of this feast spread throughout the Western Church in the fifth and sixth 

centuries. Because the Church in the West celebrated the birth of the Lord on December 25, 

the Presentation was moved to February 2, 40 days after Christmas. At the beginning of the 

eighth century, Pope Sergius inaugurated a candlelight procession; at the end of the same 

century, the blessing and distribution of candles, which continues to this day, became part of 

the celebration, giving the feast its popular name: Candlemas.

THE FEAST OF THE PRESENTATION OF THE LORD (FEB.2) KNOWN ALSO AS Candlemas! 

The Feast of the Presentation of the Lord commemorates the day when — exactly 40 days after 

his birth — the Blessed Mother and St. Joseph brought the Child Jesus to the Temple in Jerusalem 

to present and consecrate Him to the Lord God (Exodus 13). The ritual involved making a 

sacrificial offering in the temple. The Gospel of Luke tells us 

that the Blessed Mother and St. Joseph were poor. Hence, they 

took the option provided for those who could not afford a lamb, 

sacrificing “a pair of turtledoves, or two young pigeons” (Luke 

2:22-24). They submitted themselves in perfect obedience to 

God and to the Law of Moses. 

Today’s feast also commemorates the encounter in the temple 

between the Holy Family and St. Simeon the prophet and St. Anna 

the prophetess. This is the third and final Infancy Epiphany or 

Revelation of the Lord Jesus. The first was to the Hebrew shepherds. The second was to the 

Gentile kings. This third one was to the elders of the Israelites.   

This feast is known by the title Candlemas because of the words of St. Simeon the prophet 

when he met the Child Jesus in the Temple: “For my eyes have seen your salvation which you 

have prepared in the presence of all peoples, A LIGHT FOR REVELATION TO THE GENTILES, and for glory 

to your people Israel” (Luke 2:30-32). St. Simeon “…came in the Spirit into the temple,” moved 

by the inspiration of the Holy Spirit and “recognizes” the Lord Jesus as the Awaited One, the 

LIGHT of the Gentiles. He is the LIGHT before whom one needs to take a stand: “The true LIGHT, 

which enlightens everyone…” (Jn. 1:9).    

Our Lord Jesus Christ is the LIGHT of the World, the Messiah who has come not just for the 

Israelites but also for the Gentile; not just for the righteous, but also for the sinner.   

On this feast day, the Church blesses candles for use throughout the year. This has been a 

Church tradition at least since the seventh century. Traditionally, families also bring their own 

candles to church to be blessed on this feast. The candles represent the fact that the light of 

the world is here; the light is coming into a dark world as the Church calendar progresses 

towards the brightness of Easter.

BLESSING OF THE HOME  ON EPIPHANY 

It is a sacred tradition in the Catholic Church to bless chalk at the Masses for Epiphany, and then use 

the blessed chalk as part of blessing one’s home in the New Year. The home blessing can be done as 

follows: Using the blessed chalk, mark the current year and the initials of the Magi above the 

outside doorways of your home. Place a cross between each of the letters. It should look like this: 

2 0  C  M  B  2 5 

After completing the above markings, pray the following prayer: 

MAY ALL WHO COME TO OUR HOME THIS YEAR REJOICE TO FIND CHRIST LIVING AMONG US; 

AND MAY WE SEEK AND SERVE, IN EVERYONE WE MEET,  

THAT SAME JESUS WHO IS LORD OF ALL PEOPLE, FOREVER AND EVER. AMEN. 

And then bless your home and lands with Holy Water! 

The names of the three Magi are: Casper, Melchior, and Balthasar. The initials C  M  B also 

stand for the Latin phrase, “CHRISTUS MANSIONEM BENEDICAT” which means: “May Christ bless 

this house (dwelling).” The markings over the doors should be left all year round as a sign that yours 

is a Christian home.

SAINT JUSTIN MARTYR (C. AD 100 – C. AD 165) 

On the Real Presence: “For not as common bread and drink do we receive these; but in like manner 

as Jesus Christ our Savior, having been made flesh by the word of God, had both flesh and blood for 

our salvation, so likewise we have been taught that the food which is blessed by the prayer of his 

word, and from which our blood and flesh by transmutation are nourished, is the flesh and blood of 

that Jesus who was made flesh.” (Written 148 A.D).  

“On the day called Sunday, all who live in town or country gather together in one place and the 

memoirs of the Apostles or the writings of the prophets are read... then we all rise together and pray, 

and when our prayer has ended bread and wine and water are brought… We call this food Eucharist, 

and NO ONE ELSE IS PERMITTED TO PARTAKE OF IT, EXCEPT ONE WHO BELIEVES OUR TEACHING TO BE 

TRUE and who has received the washing for the remission of sins and for regeneration (baptism).” 

(Written 148 A.D). 
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
